From the North: From the Southbound A1 take the A167/A696 exit towards 
Jedburgh/Airport/City Centre. At Kenton Bar Roundabout, take the 1st exit onto 
Ponteland Rd/A167. After 0.2 miles, at the roundabout take the 2nd exit and continue 
straight across the next roundabout too. At the 3rd roundabout take the 3rd exit and stay 
on the A167 for 0.4 miles. At Cowgate roundabout take the 1st exit onto A167 and 
continue for 0.6 miles. Take the exit for A189 towards A1(M) City West. After 0.2 miles 
turn right onto Grandstand Road (A189) and after 1.5 miles take a slight left on 
Gallowgate B1311. After 300ft turn onto St Andrews Street and then right onto Stowell 
Street (China Town). Continue past Rosie's Bar on the right and the Q Park car park is on 
the left-hand side.  

From the South: From the A1 take the A184 junction to Gateshead/Newcastle (Centre). 
Continue along the A184 for 1 mile taking a slight right to join the A189, crossing the 
Redheugh Bridge. Continue along St James' Boulevard for 1.3 miles and turn right at the 
lights onto the B1311. Continue onto St Andrews Street then take a right onto Stowell 
Street (China Town). Continue straight and the Q Park car park is on the left-hand side. 
To reach the hotel, turn right at Rosies Bar and right at the Church will bring you to the 
main entrance on Newgate Street. 

Parking 
There is no onsite parking available at this hotel. However, multi storey parking is 
available at: Q-Park Stowell Street (NE1 4YB). Please pre-book your parking space by 
visiting the Q-Park Stowell Street webpage. Use code PREMSS30 on the payment page 
for 30% off. Newcastle United’s football ground is nearby but fortunately they are 
playing away on the Saturday which should mean that you can get a pre-booking 
discount.  With the discount, parking is ca. £45 for 48 hours or £61  for 72 hours. The 
true cost will depend on your times of arrival and departure. Please see full T&Cs at the 
Q-Park website.

Air Travel 

If any of our overseas members are attending, it takes 24 minutes on the Metro from 
Newcastle Airport Take the Green line Metro train for Newcastle, Sunderland, South 
Hylton to Monument Metro station (12 stops). When you arrive take the escalator, take 
the elevator and exit. Head west along Blackett Street. Turn left onto St Andrew’s Street 
and then right onto Newgate Street and you will have arrived at the hotel. Otherwise call 
a taxi on one of the numbers below.
